Tutor Qualifications 
 
Students interested in becoming an ACE tutor must meet the following minimum qualifications: 
 

1. Have an overall GPA of 3.00 or higher. 
2. Have a minimum grade of a B+ in the course you wish to tutor. 
3. Have taken the course(s) you wish to tutor at NVCC or provided official documentation that 

you obtained credit for the course that you intend to tutor. 
4. Obtain two faculty endorsements. 

 
In addition, students selected to the program must complete ACE tutor orientation/training which must 
be completed before you begin tutoring.   
 
Application Process 
 
Students interested in becoming a tutor should complete and submit all parts of the ACE tutor application 
packet. A complete application packet includes: 
 

 Tutor application form 
 Unofficial copy of your academic transcript  
 Two Faculty Endorsement Forms (faculty members will send directly to ACE)

the Danbury Center. Application packets will be forwarded to the Academic Center for Excellence in 
Waterbury (Ekstrom E500).  Upon receipt of the completed application packet, qualified applicants will 
be scheduled for an in-person interview with the ACE Director. 
 
WATERBURY: Application materials must be submitted in person to the Academic Center for Excellence 
located in Ekstrom 500. Upon receipt of the completed application packet, qualified applicants will be 
scheduled for an in-person interview with the ACE Director.
