· All admission requirements must be completed by August 1, 2020 and official documentation proving that the requirements have been met must be submitted by this date. (This includes, but is not limited to, Advanced Placement (AP), College Level Examination Program (CLEP), credit-by-exam scores, and course substitution forms.)  

· The Mathematics and Anatomy & Physiology I admission requirements must be completed spring 2016 semester or later with grades of “C+” or better. The English Composition and General Psychology admission requirements must be completed with grades of “C” or better. 

· All supporting official documents and transcripts must be submitted by August 1, 2020. Official, final transcripts from all colleges/universities ever attended, regardless of age of transcripts and applicability to the PTA program must be submitted.
