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2016 Community College Scholarship Application 

Background

The Connecticut Community Foundation started its Community College Scholarship Program in order to better meet the needs of area students seeking scholarship support.  Naugatuck Valley Community College offers a variety of academic programs including one-year certificates in a specialized area of study, two-year technical vocational degrees, and university transfer degrees. 

Eligibility Requirements

· Applicants must be a resident of the Foundation’s 21 town service area:  Beacon Falls, Bethlehem, Bridgewater, Cheshire, Goshen, Litchfield, Middlebury, Morris, Naugatuck, New Milford, Oxford, Prospect, Roxbury, Southbury, Thomaston, Warren, Washington, Waterbury, Watertown, Wolcott or Woodbury.  
· Full-time and part-time students are both eligible.
· New applicants: You must be a Naugatuck Valley Community College student, planning to begin classes there in the Fall (2016).   You may have attended college in the past.  There is no age-restriction for these awards.  Students already receiving other scholarship funds from CT Community Foundation are not eligible for this program.
· Continuing/Re-Admitting/Transfer Students: You must have maintained a cumulative GPA of 2.5 or higher at NVCC or other institution.   You must be planning to continue your classes at NVCC for Fall 2016
Awards

Typical awards are approximately $500-$1,000 per year ($250-500 per semester).  Applicants may be awarded support for a maximum of four semesters (two years).  This support is to be used towards tuition, books, fees, or supplies.   These scholarships may be renewable (depending on available funds), but you must submit an application form each year along with a grade transcript showing a cumulative GPA of B- or higher and a brief written update on your previous year at NVCC.  
Application Requirements:
1) The enclosed Student Application Form. 

2) New applicants only must submit a transcript with grades from the school you attended most recently (copies are acceptable).
3) A one-page personal statement addressing all of the topics listed below:
a) Discuss your personal background and interests

b) Describe the vocational program you plan to pursue and why

c) Discuss your immediate career goals after completing your degree/certificate program 
d) Discuss anything else that would demonstrate that you are a worthy candidate
e) If you are a continuing/transfer or re-admitting student , instead of a personal statement, please provide a short written update regarding your previous year at NVCC  or other institution(successes, challenges, changes if applicable, etc).
Deadlines

The application deadline for the upcoming school year is Friday, August 26, 2016.  To be eligible, your complete application materials must be postmarked on or before August 26.  If these materials are not postmarked on or before August 26 your application will not be considered.
