TEAS Test Update

As of August 31, 2016, TEAS version V will be replaced with the updated
ATI TEAS.

What else is new?

e Starting in fall, students will be able to do an online review after they
complete the TEAS and receive their results.

* The fee is now $50 to register through ATI testing and $15 proctor fee
to take the test at NVCC.

e A pop-up calculator will be a function of the test.

* Slight changes in the ATI test’s content: more weight on Anatomy and
Physiology, Earth science is no longer on test, slight redistribution of
English language and usage topics.
